Titans Cup U12 Division - Rules and Fair Play
Overall Tournament Atmosphere
The Titans Cup U12 Division is an event based on ethics and strong values of mutual respect, social integration and fair play.  Each person involved in this competition (child, coaches, team leaders, parents, supporters, officials, etc.) is asked to respect and reinforce these values.  This will likely be the first deep-end tournament experience for many of the participants and we want it to be a positive one, no matter how their team performs!
1.0	The Teams
Each team will have 6 players (5 + goalkeeper) in the water at one time. The team players can be all male, all female or co-ed (encouraged). Minimum of 8 players per team.
2.0	Field of Play
2.1	Games will be played in the deep end.
2.3	Dimensions of the goal: 2m x 0.7m (junior size).
2.4	Ball size n° 4 (women’s size).
3.0	Duration of the Game
3.1	4 periods of 6 minutes with a 2-minutes interval in between.
3.2	The time runs continually (running time).  No time-outs allowed.
3.3	No shot clock, but the referee may decide that possession of the ball should be given to the other team if there is obvious evidence of an intention to waste time.
4.0	Rules
4.1	The general rules of water polo will apply except as modified in this document.   
4.2	A player will not be automatically asked to leave the game after having committed three major fouls.  However, a player who persists in committing major fouls may be asked, at the referee’s sole discretion, to leave the game, in which case such player will be immediately replaced following completion of the exclusion time (if applicable). 
4.3	Any player who commits brutality, conducts himself violently or who fails to respect the players, referees or officials will be excluded, won’t be allowed to return to the game, and immediately replaced. The player may be disqualified for further games based on the severity of the action.
5.0	Score
5.1	The winning team will be awarded 2 points. 
5.2	In the case of a tie, each team will be awarded 1 point each. 
5.3	The losing team will receive 0 points. 
5.4	In the event that two or more teams have the same points total after the round-robin matches, the following criteria will be applied to determine the final standings of the teams: 
a)	Result in the match between the teams with equal points. 
b)	Total goal differential from games with same opponents. 
c)	Total goal differential from the round-robin matches.

e)	Coin toss. 
6.0	Referees
6.1	One referee per match.
6.2	Two officials at the table to record the goals and to act as timekeeper.
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
